THE FACTS

In @ majority of these acts, youth and
adults are witness to threats and

warning signs, especially on social media,
but do nothing to intervene. In fact:

* More than 1 million students reported
being harassed, threatened or subject to
other forms of cyberbullying
(www.nveee.org/statistics)

e 80% of school shooters told someone of
their violent plans. 59% told more than
one person (Vossekuil, B., et al., 2002)

* A national study found that 37% of
threats of violence, bullying, etc. were
sent electronically and 28% used social
media (Trump, K., 2015)

THE REASONS

There are many reasons why youth and
adults do not "Say Something” when
they see a warning sign. They do not:

e Understand or know how to recognize
warning signs of at-risk behavior

« Believe a threat to be true because “they
would never say it publicly if they meant
it”

»  Want to be labeled, stigmatized and/or
possibly physically threatened as a
“snitch”

e Know who to tell or believe that "nothing
will be done to help”

* Think they need to because "someone
else will say something”
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THE SOLUTlON?

The Say Something Anonymous Reporting System (SS-ARS) teaches youth and adults how to
recognize warning signs of individuals who may be a threat to themselves or others and to
"Say Something"” using the anonymous reporting system.

(www.nveee.org/statistics/,2016)

* El 80% de los tiradores escolares le dijeron a
alguien sobre sus planes violentos. El 59% dijo a
mas de una persona (Vossekuli, B. et al., 2002)

* El 70% de las personas que se suicidan le
contaron a alguien sobre su planes o
mostraron otra sefal alarmante (Robins, E.,
et al., 1959)
